· The overlying rocks are gradually removed by weathering and erosion, less pressure is exerted on the granite and expansion allows horizontal and vertical joints to form.
· When the granite /rock comes into contact with ground water the water penetrates the vertical and horizontal joints (underground checmical weathering)
· When the granite is finally exposed on the earths surface wind and rain wash away the finer particles leaving the core stones balancing ontop of one another.

· Many of the gases emitted by refineries are harmful to humans, and can cause permanent damage and even death.  They can cause respiratory problems (such as asthma, coughing, chest pain, choking, bronchitis), skin irritations, nausea, eye problems, headaches, birth defects, leukemia, and cancers
